Neighborhood information:  There are 225 Enlisted (E1-E9) single level duplex units, consisting of 181 
three bedrooms (1139-1143 Sq. Ft.) and 44 four bedrooms (1313 Sq. Ft.).  The homes were constructed 
1962 and renovations started 1998 and were completed in 2000.  Thirty-two units are designated handicap 
accessible. The Norwich Manor neighborhood is one of 3 housing areas located in Norfolk Crossing.  The 
streets throughout Norfolk Crossing are named after communities of Norfolk County, England.

Norwich Manor is in the Norfolk 
Crossing community.  Make a right onto Norfolk Crossing Avenue and the housing is straight ahead on 
your left.
